Everywhere there
was civil orcler, for the arm of the Roman law was
long. Everywhere there was s’cabihty, in government

and in society, for the centurions saw that it was so.



But everywhere there was something else, too.
There was oppression — for those who were not the
friends of Tiberius Caesar. There was the tax
gatherer to take the grain from the fields and the
flax from the spin(ﬂe to feed the legions or to fill
the hungry treasury from which divine Caesar gave
largess to the people.
